


The Borough of Weymouth & Portland was
formed in 1974 and is one of six districts within
Dorset.

The Council is one of the Borough's top ten
employers and has a workforce of over 500
people.

For a small local authority, the Council
undertakes a surprisingly large range of
functions, many of them falling outside the remit
of other district councils. It operates a port,
harbour, beach and theatre; acts as an agent
for the County Council on highway matters,
has extensive property interests and is active
in coastal defence.

POLITICAL MAKE UP

The Council has 36 Elected Members. Elections
to the Council are by thirds. There is a long
history of no overall political control and,
unusually, there is no formal Council Leader.

STAFF SURVEY

In December of each year an annual survey of
staff opinions is undertaken. Last year’s survey
again showed staff are committed and
dedicated. 86% thought the Council was a good
employer, 85% were satisfied with arrange-
ments for flexible working and 89% were happy
with the amount of variety in their job.
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
